Spanish I Family Project


Family Tree—need only be your immediate family, but you may include any family members who are closer to you.  Please do not make a family tree that goes back to the 1600’s---you will be presenting this family tree to your class as a presentation, and it needs to be no more than five minutes in length.  

For a letter grade of “F”---

No presentation or a presentation that does not include immediate family.
For a letter grade of  “D”—

A family tree that looks like the tree on 5A-1 worksheet.  Telling the names of all members on the tree and one statement about each person.  Using clip art for pictures, no artwork to speak of that makes the presentation stand out.  The delivery lacks conversational tone—is stand and read.  Words are mispronounced with little care to correct pronunciation.
For a letter grade of “C”----

A family tree that looks like the tree in the cuaderno worksheet.  Names and at least three  characteristics of each person.  Using real photos for the pictures and having a project that has color with it.  The presentation has some artistic, creative, and colorful qualities.  The delivery seems more conversational in tone, but relies on notes.  Mispronunciations are not corrected majority of the time.
For a letter grade of “B”---

A family tree that is creative in nature.  Names and at least five qualities/characteristics of each person.  The information given for each person goes beyond the physical description.  Using real photos of each person and including other photos that show the “individual” as you are describing him/her/it (pets can be included).  The presentation is artistic, creative, and colorful.  The delivery is very smooth and conversational, with minor help of notes.  Few mispronunciations, but most are corrected.
For a letter grade of “A”---

The family tree is a work of art, revealing an artistic impression and very individualistic.  Names at least seven qualities/characteristics/hobbies/life impressions of each person.  The information on each person includes the physical, but really allows the listener to learn what kind of person he/she is.  Real photos of each person, plus photos that help “characterize” him/her.  The presentation is well-planned, coordinated, and practiced (minus memorization).  The delivery is vibrant, creative, and memorable.  One or two corrected mispronunciations.
